Waterfront

The state’s newest waterfront developments
offer easily accessible spots for the whole
family to meet for some laid-back scenery
and high-quality amenities.

Tortuga Dunes

The most notable aspect of many waterfront communities crop-
ping up in Texas is their unity with the surrounding land. Tortuga
Dunes, a new luxury master-planned community on Mustang
[sland, features architecture reminiscent of Caribbean coastal
villages. Other architectural influences include elements com-
monly found in the architecture of Charleston, the West Indies,
and other historical coastal environments. Inspiration was drawn
from the area’s historic neighborhoods and homes with regional
context. Color was a primary tool in defining the coastal style.
Light, natural colors and indigenous materials blend the natural
and man-madc community elements, and sustainability is consid-
ered throughout.

The development is bordered on two sides by open space and
parkland. Grounds are planted with sustainable plant materials,
reflecting the state’s move toward low-impact landscaping tech-
niques. Downtown Corpus Christi is a short drive away, but all
eyes are on the Gulf’s sandy beaches and warm waters just a few
steps away. Open space and view corridors line the streets, open-
ing the community to the Gulf of Mexico and bringing the heach
and its natural landscape into the community.

Skywater Over Horseshoe Bay

Skywater Over Horseshoe Bay is a 1,618-acre luxury residential
community overlooking Lake LBJ, a 21-mile expanse of water on
the Colorado River. The development’s focus on sustainability—
including its overall master plan, site design, roads, lor layouts,
landscaping, and use of recycled water in every community build-
ing—is unprecedented for a project of its size in Texas.

One of Skywater’s main structures, The Stone House, is a
testament to going green without compromising luxury. The
building is currently the community’s sales office, but will even-
tually become the future private residents’ club with resort-style
pool, tennis courts, and yoga studio. The Stone House is an
energy efficient building that harvests its own rainwater. It is
expected to be one of the first Platinum LEED-certified build-
ings in Texas.

Cinnamon Shore

Roughly 40 percent of Skywater’s land arca is devoted to open
space with meandering parks and golf greens. Skywater’s Jack
Nicklaus Signature Golf Course is under construction and slated
to open in 2009. Contributing to the atmosphere of healchful liv-
ing, a new Scort & White medical center is set to break ground
nearby the community in 2009. The medical center will include
70 to 120 beds at a cost of more than $1 million per bed.

Beachtown

On the east end of Galveston Island, the Beachtown commu-
nity is taking its inspiration from Galveston’s rich architectural
heritage. Designed by Duany Plater-Zyberk and Company, Beach-
town'’s homes are implementing the “Fortified ... for safer living”
program developed by the Institute for Business and Home Safety.
The program is a national, inspection-based initiative to ensure
that new buildings are resistant to destructive forces, such as hur-
ricanes. At Beachtown, homes are built well above the required
base flood elevation set by FEMA, and hurricane-resistance is
considered in every aspect of construction.

Though elements like the Fortified implementations will offer

residents peace of mind, the community’s many other features are
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designed to offer them peace and quict.
The Dune Walk-Over, located at the com-
munity's East Village, is currently under con-
struction. [t will feature a uniquely designed
obelisk platform with seating on which visi-
tors may enjoy a grand ocean view. Each of
Beachtown’s villages will feature sculpture-
like dune walk-over platforms.

Caracol

Inspired by West Indies beach villages
and exclusive canal communities on the
Florida coast, Caracol is a master-planned
community located in Port O'Connor.
Bounded by the Intracoastal Waterway,
the community is located in a historic area
known for its inshore and offshore fishing,
shelling, and birding. The new develop-
ment features 74 home sites, 70 of which
are canal-front homes where residents can
tic their boats off outside their homes.
Caracol’s canals offer residents easy access
to the Gulf of Mexico and multiple bays
and can accommodate offshore boats.

QGated entryways, brick- and concrete-paved
drives, and lush, tropical landscaping comple-
ment the region’s architectural heritage and
natural beauty. In addition, architectural con-
trols have been set into place to preserve the
community’s casual yet upscale lifestyle.

Port O’'Connor was established in the
late 19th century as a fishing settlement
called Alligator Head. Today, Caracols
close proximity to the Intracoastal Water-
way makes it a unique deep-water fishing
destination. Offshore rigs just five miles
from Port O'Connor docks are ideal places
to fish for sailfish, marlin, tuna, dolphin,
and wahoo. Port O’Connor also boasts
the largest and deepest bay system on the
Texas Gulf Coast. Favorite fishing spots
include Matagorda Bay, Espiritu Santu
Bay, and San Antonio Bay.

The Hollows

In Texas, second-home buyers are look-
ing for a place that's easily accessible, where
the entire family will want to meet up for
many years to come. With an assortment
of outdoor activities in a beautiful natural
setting, The Hollows is a resort experience

that appeals to all ages.
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Located less than an hour’s drive from
Austin, The Hollows sits on 1,400 forested
acres on the north shore of Lake Travis.
Nestled into the rustic Texas Hill Coun-
try landscape, The Hollows caters to out-
door enthusiasts with an array of amenities
including an award-winning state-of-the-art
281-slip deep water marina, two kayak clubs,
and eighteen miles of scenic hike and bike
trails. Its Beach Club features two swim-
ming pools, two thermal grottos, a fitness
room and indoor—outdoor dining facilities.
Owners at The Hollows have reciprocal
privileges at Terramesa Resorts’ other Texas
propertics, The Waters on Horseshoe Bay
and Pointe West on Galveston Island, and at
Terramesa Resorts properties in Las Vegas,
North Carolina, and New Hampshire.

Cinnamon Shore

Cinnamon Shore, billing itself as the
first wholly master-planned new urbanism
development on Texas’s Coastal Bend, is
slated to complete Phase 1 construction
by this summer. Phase 2 construction is
currently underway and has an anticipated
completion date of 2010. Located near Port
Aransas and a new Arnold Palmer-signa-
ture Links golf course, Cinnamon Shore
features 1,200 feet of beachfront property
on Mustang Island. When complete, the
community will comprise approximately
250 homes and condominiums, in addi-
tion to other community spaces.

The SailHouse

SailHouse is a closely knit neighborhood
of 47 classic cottage-style homes in Rock-
port. Designed to make the most of the
coastal lifestyle, the cottages are situated
near many protected bird and wildlife obser-
vation areas and preserves. Residents can
enjoy morning trail walks at the 54,000-acre
Aransas National Wildlife Refuge, home to
whooping cranes, alligators, and deer, as
well as many native and rare Texas plants.

SailHouse fosters a sense of com-
munity with its central boardwalk and
home designs with welcoming porches. A
650-foot lighted pier at the private Sail-
House beach allows residents to virtually
walk on water.
